John (Jesus’ cousin) was standing with two 

of his disciples, when he saw Jesus walking 

by. 

“There is the Lamb of God!” he said.

The two disciples heard him say this and 

went with Jesus.



One of them was Andrew, Simon Peter's 

brother.

At once he found his brother Simon and told 

him, “We have found the Messiah.” (This word 

means “Christ.”)

Then he took Simon to Jesus.

Jesus looked at him and said, “Your name is 

Simon son of John, but you will be called 

Cephas.” 

(This is the same as Peter and means
“a rock.”)



Why do you think Jesus chose this name for 

Simon Peter? 

Simon Peter was strong (like a 

rock) and he was the foundation 

for the Church. 

Buildings are built on rock 

foundations so that they do not 
fall over. 



We all have one, or two, or maybe even 

three names. 

And some of us have a special name that 

our family or our friends calls us. 

How many names do you have? 

What are they?

Do you know what your name means?

What do you like about your name?



God knows us by our name.

We are all part of God’s family and 

so God knows us all by our name 

and loves and cares for us 

wherever we are in the world. 

God’s family spreads out all over 

the world and includes all kinds of 

different people.
