Gospel: John 3:14-21

Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not die but 

have eternal life.

For God did not send his Son into the world to be its 

judge, but to be its saviour.

In today’s gospel reading we hear that God 

loved the world so much that he gave us Jesus 

to show us how to live and to help bring us 

closer to God.

Gospel reflection

Gospel reflection

God does not just love you or me or our mothers, 

God loves everybody. 

God loves all people whether they are rich or poor, 

no matter where they live or where they come 

from.



Gospel reflection 

God asks us to share this love and to also care for 

others no matter who they are or where in the world 

they live. 

God calls us to care for our global family and to 

share generously with them all that we have been 

given. 

When we do this we are sharing God’s love.
