Gospel reflection

they could have been very hungry. They had to rely
on the people they met along the way being kind
and generous, inviting the disciples to stay with them
and share their food.

In the world today some people have to leave their
homes very quickly, because of fighting nearby, or
because of floods or other natural disasters. They do
not get to take very much with them — just what they
can carry.
